THE POLICY AMENDMENT
aligns the foreign investment
framework with the Sabka
Bima Sabki Raksha
(Amendment of Insurance
Laws) Act, 2025.

Any
increase in foreign sharehold-
ing must comply with pricing
guidelines prescribed by the
Reserve Bank of India under
FEMA regulations.

Entities such as banks
operating as insurance inter-
mediaries will continue to
follow foreign investment

Further,
majority foreign-owned
intermediaries must be
incorporated as limited com-
panies under the Companies

Under the proposal, the
war would end with a guaran-
tee that Israel and the United
States would not attack again.

with Iran  demanding
Washington recognise its
right to enrich uranium for
peaceful purposes, even if it
agrees to suspend it. “Under
this framework, negotiations
over the more complicated
nuclear issue have been
moved to the final stage to
create a more conducive
atmosphere,’ the official said.

It was reported over the
past week that Tehran was
proposing to reopen the strait
before nuclear issues were
resolved; the official con-
firmed that this new timeline
had now been spelled out in a
formal proposal conveyed
to the United States through
mediators.

Parliament passed the
Sabka Bima Sabki Raksha

raising the FDI limit in the
insurance sector to 100%
from 749%. Despite the earlier
cap of 74%, foreign owner-
ship has not been fully
utilised. Only four of the 19
life insurance companies
have reached the 749% limit.
Most recently, Germany’s
Allianz Group announced its
reentry into Indian market
with a 50:50 joint venture
with Jio Financial Services to
offer general and health
insurance solutions in India,
with plans to enter the life
insurance segment under a
similar partnership structure.

Meanwhile, the Jimny,
which failed to pick up in
India, is set to continue its
upward export trajectory, as
India is the only manufac-
turing base in the world for
its five-door version. In
FY26, its exports grew 50%
(from 47,982 units to
72,209 units).

Also, sedans and hatch-
backs are getting popular
outside India, at least in
markets served by made-in-
India cars. In FY25, the top
10 export models consisted
of nine SUVs and one MPV
(Ertiga), but in FY26, there
were three sedans (Verna,
Dzire, and Aura), and four
hatchbacks (Swift, Grand
i10, Baleno, and S-Presso) in
the top-10 exports.

A notable absence in the
FY26 numbers is that of the

Honda Elevate. This midsize
SUV— exported as the WR-V
to Japan—was at the third

position in FY25 with
exports of 45,167 units, but
dropped out of the top 10 as
its exports dipped by 70% to
just 13,514 units. Its sudden
fall can be attributed to
shifting overseas dynamics,
because the Elevate initially
rode a massive wave of pent-
up demand in Japan, but
exports slowed as the
demand stabilised.

Models not working in
India aren’t necessarily
flops, but can be better
accepted in other countries,
as seen in the case of the
Jimny, Verna, Magnite,
and S-Presso.

attractive for both domestic
and foreign investment. He
said India’s refining capaci-
ty, recent free trade agree-
ments with the UK and
expected deals with the EU
and the US could support
manufacturing investment
and exports.

Gross foreign direct
investment, he noted, could
rise to $90-95 billion in
FY26, indicating continued
investor interest in India.

On the fiscal situation,
Nageswaran said the bud-
geted fiscal deficit target of
4.3% for FY27 would be
'under challenge' because of
rising fertiliser, crude oil
and petroleum product
prices that may increase

subsidy burdens. However,
he said India enters the year
with some fiscal room after
reducing the deficit ratio to
4.4% in FY26.

The CEA also flagged
growing external risks from
China’s Orders 834 and
835, which he said could
make it harder for multina-
tional firms to diversify
supply chains away from
China. The measures, he
said, could impose legal and
financial risks on firms
shifting production else-
where, underscoring the
need for India to build its
own supply-chain security
framework and leverage
market access to attract
global manufacturers.

Hollywood summer
in Indian cinemas

SOME MID-SEGMENT dramas
and rom-coms lined up for
May and June include Raja
Shivaji, Daadi Ki Shaadi, Efk
Din, Kartavya, Hai Jawani Toh
Ishq Hona Hai, Cocktail 2, to
name a few. But the high-
octane action and star-driven
spectacles like Yash’s Toxic
and Shah Rukh Khan's King
are expected to release later
in the year.

Sanjeev Kumar Bijli, exec-
utive director, PVR INOX,
said, “This year’s Hollywood
calendar is strong, and we
have good expectations for
these titles in terms of both
footfall and revenue.” PVR
INOX and Miraj Cinemas are
focusing on experiential pro-
motions, including themed
activations, curated food and
beverage offerings, fan
screenings, early previews,
and brand collaborations for
summer releases.

“Marketing  strategies
include influencer cam-
paigns, contests and targeted
outreach across schools, col-
leges and corporate groups,
alongside a push in tier-2 and
tier-3 markets. The idea is to
build excitement and give
audiences a compelling rea-
son to step into theatres in
summer months,” said
Bhuvanesh Mendiratta, MD
of Miraj Cinemas. Bijli added
that international releases
also attract audiences to pre-
mium formats further boost-
ing revenues, typically con-
tributing between 20% and
259% of their annual box
office collections. “However,
the upcoming summer slate
is expected to shift these
dynamics. With the release of
The Devil Wears Prada 2, Star
Wars: The Mandalorian and
Grogu (May 22), Toy Story 5
(June 19), we anticipate a
high-intensity period for
international content,” he
said. As per Mendiratta of
Miraj Cinemas, Hollywood
typically contributes 20-22%
of India’s annual box office,
compared to Bollywood’s 55-
60%, with regional cinema
making up the rest. However,
during strong content win-
dows like summer,
Hollywood’s share can rise to
25-28% or higher. He added
that dubbed versions also
expand Hollywood's reach,
and franchise films typically
see 12-15% higher footfalls.

No Oscars for
Al content

The Academy of Motion Pic-
ture Arts and Sciences, the
organisation behind the
Oscars, is for the first time
addressing the use of artifi-
cial intelligence (AI) in per-
formances and scripts for

the 2027 Academy Awards.
The new rules also
include significant
changes to the much-crit-
icised international film
category. They state that
“the AI tools neither help
nor harm the chances of
achieving a nomination”
and that the academy and
each branch “will judge
the achievement, taking
into account the degree to
which a human was at the
heart of the creative
authorship when choosing
which movie to award.”
They're also reserving the
right to request more
information from the
filmmaking team about
the nature of the use of Al
and “human authorship”..

“This
allows us to sustain consis-
tent footfalls and maintain
high audience engagement
throughout the season,”
said Bijli.

Digital amplification fur-
ther promotes a film, like it
did for The Drama, where
PVR INOX collaborated
directly with the lead cast,
Zendaya and Robert
Pattinson. This localised dig-
ital push saw significant
engagement, driving buzz
and footfalls. “Beyond digi-
tal content, we work closely
with major studios such as
Disney, Lucasfilm, and 20th
Century Studios to create
holistic ‘event’ experiences.”
Bijli added.
