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Indore: The Supreme Court-
appointed Road Safety Com-
mittee, led by former Supre-
me Court Judge Justice Ab-
hay Manohar Sapre, on Tues-
day expressed severe dissa-
tisfaction with the road
safety measures implemen-
ted in Indore over the past fi-
ve years as official data sho-
wed an annual rise in road
accidents and related fatali-
ties.

According to data presen-
ted during a high-level revi-
ew meeting, Indore district
recorded 23,231 accidents
between 2021 and 2025, which
left 19,393 people injured and
claimed 3,147 lives. The rise
has been witnessed in the
current year too; between
Jan 1 and June 20, the district
registered 2,367 accidents,
resulting in 2,127 injuries
and 287 deaths.

When questioned by com-
mittee chairman about the
specific contributing factors
driving this annual increase
in accidents and fatalities,
officials present in the revi-
ew meeting failed to identify
primary causes or give defi-
nitive data behind the mis-
haps.

Justice Sapre directed
the authorities to immedia-
tely categorize accident cau-
ses to enable professional

analytical modelling and tar-
geted structural interven-
tions.

A significant contradic-
tion also emerged regarding
the efficacy of  law enforce-
ment. While the number of
traffic fines issued increased
exponentially—from 66,941
challans in 2024 to 1,61,511 in
2025, and 2,28,284 in the first
six months of  2026 —the ove-
rall number of  accidents
continued to climb.

In the current year so far,
traffic police have issued clo-
se to 1.6 lakh challans to two-

wheeler riders for not wea-
ring helmets. Sapre said that
public compliance regar-
ding wearing of  helmets and
seatbelts remained unaccep-
tably low despite increased
punitive measures.

The committee highligh-
ted a systemic failure con-
cerning the city’s designated
‘black spots’ (high-accident
zones). Ironically, almost all
identified black spots were
created due to ongoing flyo-
ver construction projects in-
tended to alleviate traffic
flow.

Between 2023 and June
2026, urban area black spots
accounted for 122 accidents
and 123 deaths, major among
them being at Ralamandal
Square on Bypass (14 de-
aths), followed by Luvkush
Square and Kailod Kartal
Fata with 11 deaths each.

In rural areas, 15 black
spots accounted for 168 acci-
dents and 116 fatalities, with
the Arjun Barod flyover
construction zone in Kshi-
pra recording the highest de-
ath toll at 19, followed by Bhe-
rughat culvert (15 deaths)
and Devguradiya Trenching
Ground area (14 deaths).

Justice Sapre said that fu-
ture road infrastructure de-
sign must incorporate strict
quality protocols to prevent
pothole formation and struc-
turally eliminate the crea-
tion of  black spots at the
planning stage. To address
immediate hazards, he orde-
red a comprehensive survey
and repair of  all city potho-
les. He further directed im-
mediate installation of  pro-
per road signage and syste-
matic verification of  driving
licences.

The review meeting was
attended by Indore collector
Shivam Verma, municipal
corporation commissioner
Kshitij Singhal, DCP Traffic
Rajesh Tripathi, and Indore
Development Authority
CEO Parikshit Zade.

Indore: A 44-day-old infant di-
ed on Tuesday morning after
falling from a bed and sustai-
ning injuries at home in Ruk-
mani Nagar, of  Chhota Bang-
arda, under Aerodrome police
station limits. The incident oc-
curred late Monday night.
