27 perish, 23 campers .
are missing in floods

KERRVILLE (US)

Texas parents frantically post-
ed photos of young daughters
on social media with pleas for
information as at least 23
campers from an all-girls
summer camp Were unac-
counted for on Friday after
floods tore through the US
state’s south-central region
overnight.

Atleast 27 people, including
9 children, were dead and
many missing after a storm
unleashed nearly a foot of rain
just before dawn on Friday
and sent floodwaters gushing
out of the Guadalupe River,
Kerr County Sheriff Larry
Leitha said on Friday evening,.

The flood-prone region
known as Hill Country is
dotted with century-old su-
mmer camps that draw thou-
sands of kids annually from
across the Lone Star State.

State officials said 23 to 25
girls from Camp Mystic, a
riverside Christian camp in
Hunt, Texas, still were unac-
counted for. They dedlined to
estimate how many people
were missing across the
region but said a massive
search was underway, with
237 rescued so far. “T'm asking
the people of Texas, do some
serious praying,” 1t Gov Dan
Patrick said. “On-your-knees
kind of praying that we find
these young girls”
RESCUERS EVACUATE
CAMPERS BY CHOPPER
Texas Game Wardens said on
Friday afternoon they had
arrived at Camp Mystic and
were starting to evacuate
campers who had sheltered

Elinor Lester, 13, said she
was evacuated with her cabin-
mates by helicopter after
wading through floodwaters.
She recalled startling awake
around 130 am as thunder
crackled and water pelted the

cabin windows. Lester was
among the older girls housed
on elevated ground known as
Senior Hill. Cabins housing
the younger campers, who
can start attending at age 8,
are situated along the river-
banks and were the first to
flood, she said.

Campers in lower cabins
sought shelter up the hill. By
morning, they had no food,
power or running water, she
said. When rescuers arrived,
Lester said they tied a rope for

the girls to hold as they
walked across a bridge with
floodwaters whipping up
around their calves and knees.

“The camp was completely
destroyed,” she said. “It was
really scary. Everyone I know
personally is accounted for,
but there are people missing
that T know of and we don't
know where they are”

Her mother, Elizabeth
Lester, said her son was
nearby at Camp La Junta and
also escaped. A counsellor
there woke up to find water
rising in the cabin, opened a
window and helped the boys
swim out. Camp La Junta and
another camp on the river,
Camp Waldemar, said in
Instagram posts all campers
and staff there were safe.

Elizabeth Lester sobbed
when she finally saw her
daughter, who was clutching a
small teddy bear and a book.
She said a friend’s daughter,
who was a counsellor for the
younger kids at Camp Mystic,
was among the missing. “My
kids are safe, but knowing
others are still missing is just

eating me alive,” she said.
FAMILIES OF MISSING
CAMPERS WORRY

Dozens of families shared in
local Facebook groups they
received devastating phone
calls from safety officials
informing  them  their
daughters had not yet been
located among the washed-
away camp cabins and
downed trees. Camp Mystic
said in an email to parents of
the roughly 750 campers that
if they have not been con-
tacted directly, their child is
accounted for.

At an elementary school in
nearby Ingram that was being
used as a reunification centre,
more than a hundred people
stood around a courtyard
Friday afternoon with hopes
of seeing their loved ones
emerge from buses dropping
off those who had been evacu-
ated. One young girl wearing
a Camp Mystic T-shirt stood in
a puddle in her white socks,
sobbing in her mother’s arms.

Many families hoped to see
loved ones who had been at
campgrounds and mobile
home parks in the area.

State officials began warn-
ing of potential deadly
weather a day earlier. The
National Weather Service had
predicted 3-6 inches of rain in
the region, but 10 inches fell.

Decades prior, floodwaters
engulfed a bus of teenage
campers from  another
Christian camp along the
Guadalupe River during dev-
astating summer storms in
1987 Total 10 campers from
Pot 0" Gold Christian camp
drowned after their bus was
unable to evacuate in time.

PARIS
Cries of "It is warm!” rang out
across the Seine on Saturday
morning as Parisians jumped
into the river — legally —for
the first time in over 100 years.
Public swimming was
allowed in designated areas of
the Seine, including two
newly built wooden decks
near the Fiffel Tower and the
Ile Saint-Louis in central Paris.
Before sunrise, a municipal
officer skimmed away the last
few patches of algae with a
fishnet. Soon after, a line of
eager Parisians formed,
towels in hand, waiting for
their chance to jump in.
Woos and cries of joy
echoed across the riverbanks
as the first swimmers entered
the emerald-green water.
Every swimmer wore a
bright yellow lifebuoy tied
around their waist, part of
strict  safety = measures
enforced by a dozen life-
guards in high-visibility vests.
The current was weak, just
enough to tug gently at their
limbs — a reminder that this
is still a living, urban river.
“It’s so nice to swim in the

heart of the city, especially
with the high temperatures
we've been having lately,” said
Amine Hocini, a 25-year-old
construction worker from
Paris. “I'm surprised because I
thought it was going to be
cooler and in fact, it's much
warmer than I thought”

The return to swimming fol-
lows a 14 billion euro cleanup
project tied to last year’s

Olympics. Officials say the
Seine meets FEuropean water
quality standards on most
days. Mayor Anne Hidalgo,
who already took a dip last
year, was there on Saturday
morning, holding up a trans-
parent bottle filled with river
water as a show of confidence.
Environmental  authorities
confirmed bacteria levels were
well below official thresholds.

Don: Tariff letters to
12 countries signed,
going out on July 7

President Trump said he had
signed letters to 12 countries
outlining the various tariff
levels they would face on
goods they export to the US,
with the “take it or leave it”
offers to be sent out on
Monday (July 7, 2025).

Speaking to reporters
aboard Air Force One as he
travelled to New Jersey,
Trump declined to name the
countries involved, saying
would be made public on
Monday. He had earlier on
Thursday (July 3) told
reporters he was expected a
first batch of letters to go out
on Friday (July 4), a national
holiday in the US, though the
date has now shifted.

‘T signed some letters and
they'll go out on Monday, pro-
bably 12, Trump said, when
asked about his plans on the
tariff  front.  “Different
amounts of money, different
amounts of tariffs”

Trump and his top aides
initially said they would
launch negotiations with
scores of countries on tariff
rates, butthe US president has
soured on that process after
repeated setbacks with major
trading partners, including
Japan and the EU. He touched
on that briefly late on Friday
(July 4), telling reporters: “The
letters are better.. much eas-
ier to send aletter” He did not
address his prediction that
some broader trade agree-
ments could be reached
before the July 9 deadline.

Iran’s not agreed to checks,
give up enrichment: POTUS

‘Washington: President Trump said Iran had not agreed to
inspections of its nuclear programme or to give up enriching
uranium. He told reporters aboard Air Force One he believed
Tehran’s nuclear programme had been set back permanently
although Iran could restart it at a different location.

Trump said he would discuss Iran with Israeli PM
Benjamin Netanyahu when he visits the White House on
Monday. “I would say it’s set back permanently,” Trump said.
“Twould think theyd have to start ata different location. And
if they did start, it would be a problem.” Trump said he would
not allow Tehran to resume its nuclear programme, adding
Iran did want to meet with him. The UN nuclear watchdog
said it had pulled its last remaining inspectors from Iran as a
standoff deepens over their return to the country’s nuclear
facilities bombed by the US and Israel.

BRICS to denounce Trump tariffs

RIO DE JANEIRO

BRICS leaders meeting in Rio
de Janeiro from Sunday (July 6,
2025) are expected to decry
Trumps hardline trade pol-
icies but are struggling to
bridge divides over crises roil-
ing West Asia. Emerging
nations representing about
half the world’s population and
40% of global economic output
are set to unite over what they
see as unfair US import tariffs,
according to sources familiar
with summit negotiations.
Since coming to office in
January, Trump has threate-
ned allies and rivals alike witha
slew of punitive tariffs. His
latest salvo comes in the form
of letters due to be sent starting
Friday (July 4, 2025) informing

trading partners of new tariff
rates expected next week on
July 9. Diplomats from 11
emerging nations, including
Brazil, Russia, India, China and
South Africa, have been busy
drafting a statement condemn-
ing the economic uncertainty.
Any final summit declar-
ation is not expected to men-
tion the US or its president by
name. But it is expected tobe a
clear political shot directed at
‘Washington. “We're anticipat-
ing a summit with a cautious
tone: it will be difficult to men-
tion the US by name in the final
declaration,” Marta Fer-
nandez, director of the Brics
Policy Centre at Rio's Pontifical
Catholic University said. This is
particularly the case for China,
which has recently negotiated
with the US to lower steep tit-

for-tat levies. “This doesn't
seem to be the right time to
provoke friction” between the
worlds two leading econ-
omies, Fernandez said.

XI NO SHOW

Conceived two decades ago as
a forum for fast-growing econ-
omies, the BRICS have come
to be seen as a Chinese-driven
counterbalance to Western
power. But the summit’s politi-
cal punch will be depleted by
the absence of Chinas Xi
Jinping, who is skipping the
annual meeting for the first
time in his 12 years as presi-
dent. “T expect there will be
speculation about the reasons
for Xis absence,” said Ryan
Hass, a former China director
at the US National Security
Council, now with the Brook-
ings Institution think tank.

Trump signs tax,
spending cut bill

US President Donald Trump
signed his package of tax
breaks and spending cuts into
law on Friday in front of
Fourth of July picnickers after
his cajoling produced almost
unanimous Republican sup-
port in Congress for the dom-
estic priority that could ce-
ment his second-term legacy.

Flanked by Republican
legislators and members of
his Cabinet, Trump signed the
multitrillion-dollar legislation
at a desk on the White House
driveway, then banged down
a gavel gifted to him by House
Speaker Mike Johnson that
was used during the bills final
passage on Thursday.

Against odds that at times
seemed improbable, Trump
achieved his goal of celebra-
ting a historic — and divisive

— legislative victory in time
for the nations birthday,
which was his self-imposed
deadline for Congress to send
the legislation to his desk.
Fighter jets and stealth
bombers streaked through
the sky over the annual White
House Fourth of July picnic.

“America’s winning, win-
ning, winning like never
before,” Trump said, noting
last month’s bombing cam-
paign against Iran’s nuclear
programme, which he said
the flyover was meant to hon-
our. “Promises made, promis-
es kept, and we've kept them.”

The WH was hung with
red, white and blue bunting
for the I-Day festivities. The US
Marine Band played patriotic
marches — and, in a typical
Trumpian touch, tunes by
1980s pop icons Chaka Khan
and Huey Lewis. There were
three separate flyovers.

Bilawal Bhutto caveat on
individuals of concern

Ukraine says it hit Russian airbase;
Moscow replies with drone attack

Ukraine said it struck a
Russian airbase on Saturday,
while Russia continued to
pound Ukraine with
hundreds of drones overnight
as part of a stepped-up bomb-
ing campaign that has further
dashed hopes for a break-
through in efforts to end the
more than 3-year-old war.
Ukraine's military General
Staff said on Saturday
Ukrainian forces had struck

the Borisoglebsk airbase in
Russia’s Voronezh region,
describing it as the “home
base” of Russia’s Su-34, Su-355
and Su-30SM fighter jets.

Writing on Facebook, the
General Staff said it hit a
depot containing  glide
bombs, a training aircraft and
“possibly other aircraft”.
Russian officials did not com-
ment on the attack.

Such attacks on Russian air-
bases aim to dent Russia’s
military capability and dem-
onstrate Ukraine’s capability

to hit high-value targets in
Russia. Moscow fired 322
drones and decoys into
Ukraine overnight into Satur-
day, Ukraines air force said. Of
these, 157 were shot down and
135 were lost, likely having
been electronically jammed.

According to the air force,
Ukraine’s western
Khmelnytskyi region was the
main target of the attack.
Regional Gov Serhii Tyurin
said on Saturday that no dam-
age, injuries or deaths had
been reported.

PIO JAILED
FOR RAPE

London: A 24-year-old
Indian-origin man has been
jailed for life following what
Scotland Yard described as a
“significant” police investiga-
tion into an attempted rape
and rape of a child in London.

Navroop Singh was sent to
jail with 14 years behind bars
for 5 charges including rape
at Isleworth Crown Court. He
had pleaded guilty to 3
offences — possession of an
firearm to commit an indict-
able offence, rape of a girl
under 13 and assault of a girl
by penetration. —PTI
