Automobile manufacturers
have welcomed Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi’s re-
newed push for electric
vehicles (EVs), saying the
transition to cleaner mobil-
ity is critical not only for sus-
tainability but also for
strengthening India’s energy
security by cutting depend-
ence on costly crude oil
imports.

Industry executives said
the Prime Minister’s appeal
to citizens to reduce petrol
and diesel consumption, use
public transport, carpool and
adopt EVs could accelerate
consumer awareness and
support the sector’s long-
term growth plans centred
around localisation and
innovation.

‘MORE OPTIMISTIC’
Anurag Mehrotra, Managing
Director of JSW MG Motor
India, told businessline that
the Prime Minister’s mes-
sage could encourage con-
sumers to make more con-
scious mobility choices that
help reduce fuel expenses as
well as India’s foreign ex-
change outgo on oil imports.
“The auto industry re-
mains optimistic about a
rapid shift towards EVs, a
technology that is cost-ef-
fective for the consumer,
supports India’s sustainabil-
ity goals, and helps reduce

crude oil imports. As the eco-
system continues to evolve,
charging infrastructure will
also expand, making EV jour-
neys more seamless,” he
said.

Rahul Bharti, Senior Exec-
utive Officer at Maruti Su-
zuki India, said the company
strongly supports the Prime
Minister’s emphasis on de-
ploying multiple technolo-
gies to reduce oil imports.

“We are making India a
global hub for EV manufac-
turing with e-Vitara sales,
both in India and export to
100-plus countries. We will
go beyond and showcase our
next EV model at the Bharat
Mobility Show,” Bharti said.

During a recent speech in
Hyderabad, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi stressed the
need for austerity measures
amid the ongoing crisis in
West Asia.

He urged citizens to re-
duce fuel consumption, use
metro services more fre-
quently, adopt carpooling

and increase EV usage. Modi
also ordered a 50 per cent re-
duction in the number of
vehicles in his official secur-
ity convoy.

POLICY PUSH

The Centre has rolled out
several policies and schemes
over the past few years to ac-
celerate EV  adoption.
Among them is the PM Elec-
tric Drive Revolution in In-
novative Vehicle Enhance-
ment (PM  E-DRIVE)
scheme, launched in 2024
with a budgetary outlay of
%10,900 crore to support the
adoption of electric two-

wheelers, three-wheelers,
buses, ambulances and
trucks.

Earlier this week, the gov-
ernment also said EV char-
ging  proposals  worth
¥503.86 crore had been ap-
proved for the installation of
4,874  charging stations
across States and Central
Public Sector Enterprises.
The Centre has seta target of

achieving 30 per cent EV
penetration in total vehicle
sales by 2030.

Industry players, however,
said the biggest growth op-
portunity lies in the mass-
market passenger vehicle
segment priced below 12
lakh, which accounts for
nearly 65 per cent of overall

He pointed out that two
chambers in the same
area had collapsed only a
few months ago barely 20
metres apart, and now an-
other chamber had caved
in opposite the traffic cell
office, forcing authorities to
dig up the road once again
for repairs.

“It's been six months
since the other chambers
were repaired but the road

has still not been tarred,” he
said, adding that the latest
digging work was unlikely
to be completed before the
onset of the monsoon.

Cardozo further alleged
that the chambers had been
leaking for almost a decade
due to rainwater entering
the sewerage pipelines.

“These same chambers
have been leaking for the
last 10 years because rain-
water goes into the pipes.
When the water leaks onto
the road, moss forms and
the road becomes slip-
pery, causing accidents,” he
claimed.

Questioning the repeat-
ed expenditure on repairs,
Cardozo said the govern-
ment should reconsider
continuing with the project.

“The sewage project has
obviously failed, so why
are they still spending so
much taxpayers’ money on
repairs? They should shut
down the project,” he said.

Surla camp to clear
long-pending crop
compensation claims

i PANJIM: A special three-
i day facilitation camp will
: be organised at Govern-
: ment High School, Surla,

¢ claims of farmers affected
¢ by mining-related siltation,

¢ tions issued by the High
i Court of Bombay at Goa.

i The camp, to be held
¢ from 10 am to 5 pm, will
i cover beneficiaries linked
¢ to nearly 300 land sub-di-
i visions in Surla village. El-
: igible farmers, landowners,
i occupants, legal heirs and
: successors have been asked
: to verify their names in the
i list available at the Surla
¢ Village Panchayat before
: attending the camp.

i The Office of the Deputy
i Collector and Sub-Division-
: al Magistrate, Bicholim,
i functioning as Court Com-
i missioner under High Court
: directions, announced the
i initiative to expedite com-
i pensation claims that have
i remained unresolved for
i years.

i According to officials,
i only persons whose names

— or whose predecessors’
names — appear in Form
[ and XIV records of the af-
fected survey numbers or
sub-divisions will be per-
mitted to submit claims af-
ter verification.

Claimants have been ad-
vised to carry all necessary
documents, including Form
[ and XIV records, identity
proof, bank account details
and legal documents such
as death certificates or
heirship certificates wher-
ever applicable.

In cases involving multi-
ple legal heirs or co-own-
ers, consent letters, No Ob-
jection Certificates (NOCs),
or authority letters will
also be mandatory.

Officials further stated
that claimants must sub-
mit an indemnity bond or
common indemnity bond
executed on Rs 100 stamp
paper. The prescribed for-
mat has already been made
available at the Surla Vil-
lage Panchayat office.

Authorities said that in
cases where claimants are
unable to prepare the in-
demnity bond in advance,
arrangements would be
made at the camp itself
through the Mamlatdar of

Bicholim Taluka, provided
all required documents and
stamp paper are produced.

The compensation pro-
cess relates to crop loss and
agricultural damage suf-
fered by Surla farmers due
to mining-related siltation.
The matter has been under
judicial consideration fol-
lowing a writ petition filed
before the High Court of
Bombay at Goa.

In 2007, the Deputy Col-
lector and Sub-Divisional
Magistrate, Bicholim, was
appointed Court Commis-
sioner to assess and dis-
burse compensation to
affected landholders after
verification. The High Court
later disposed of the matter
in 2014 while directing that
pending compensation be
released to eligible benefi-
ciaries in accordance with
its orders.

Officials described the
upcoming camp as a Sig-
nificant opportunity for
affected families whose
compensation claims have
remained pending for
years and urged all eligi-
ble beneficiaries to attend
with complete documenta-
tion to ensure timely pro-
cessing.
