Countering the claims of
growth listed in the
Economic Survey, the
Opposition Biju Janata Dal
(BJD) on Thursday said
the trajectory of the
economy under the BJP-led
government is on a
downward graph.

Despite the much-touted
"Double Engine" model, the
state's growth has faltered,
failing to match the robust

performance achieved during
the BJD regime, BJD
Spokesperson and Media
Coordinator Dr. Lenin
Mohanty said.

Under  the  BJD
government, Odisha's Gross
State Domestic Product
(GSDP) growth reached
impressive heights, peaking
at 16% in 2022-23—a
testament to effective policies
in agriculture, industry,
and infrastructure, he
claimed.

Even in its last full year,

the BJD administration
delivered a solid 9.6% GSDP
growth rate.

In stark contrast, the
BJP's first year in power
saw growth slump to 7.2%,
with the second year
marginally improving to
7.9%. After two years of
BJP rule, the "Double Engine"
government has not even
approached the 9.6%
benchmark set by BJD, let
alone surpassed it, he pointed
out.

This underperformance

stands out when compared
to neighboring states like
Bihar, Andhra Pradesh,
Telangana, and West Bengal,
which are achieving GSDP
growth rates of 14-16%, he
noted.

While these states surge
ahead, Odisha's economy
appears to be moving in
reverse, losing momentum
and competitive edge.

Fiscal mismanagement
further compounds the
issue. In just two budgets
under BJP, Odisha's debt

burden has ballooned by
Rs. 91,000 crore. The fiscal
deficit has widened from
1.7% 0 3.5%, and the primary

and higher than the national
average of 7.4 per cent,
underscoring sustained
momentum driven by
agriculture, industry and
services.

The State’s per capita
income has risen by 9.2 per
cent t0¥1,86,761 in 2025-26,
significantly outpacing the
all-India growth rate of 69
per cent and narrowing the
income gap with the national
average. Labour force
participation has shown
marked improvement, with
overall LFPR (15+ years)
increasing from 58.1 per cent
in 2022 to 64.5 per cent in
2024, well above the national
average of 59.6 per cent,
while female LFPR has surged
from 37.6 per cent to 487
per cent, reflecting expanding
economic opportunities for
women.

The figures were revealed
in the Economic Survey
highlights circulated in the
state Assembly on Thursday.
