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PM: India will script
ItS success story at
Kartavya Bhavan

NEW DELHI: The dream of a devel-
oped India will take shape in Kar-
tavya Bhavan (Central Secretariat
Building 3), Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi said on Wednesday
after inaugurating the first of the
10 upcoming state-of-the-art
Common Central Secretariat
(CCS) buildings, which will house
offices of key ministries, including
home, external affairs, petroleum
and natural gas, and the office of
the principal scientific advisor to
the PM.

“From these very buildings, the
dream of a developed India will
take shape, and this goal will be
achieved only through our collec-
tive efforts. Together, let us make
India the world’s third-largest
economy and script the success
story of Make in India and Aat-
manirbhar Bharat,” he said at an
event at Kartavya Path.

The CCS-3 is the first building
made ready as part of the mar-
quee Central Vista revamp con-
ceived in 2019.

Pointing out that the colonial-
era administrative buildings,
which were earlier housing key
ministry offices, had subpar work-
ing conditions, offering insuffi-
cient space, inadequate lighting,
and poor ventilation, the PM said:
“Even after gaining Independence,
the country’s administrative
machinery continued to operate
for decades out of buildings con-
structed during the British era...”

Besides, he added, the central
government will save 31,500 crore
rent annually after construction of
the CCS. “Many ministries of the
Indian government were being
run from 50 different locations in
Delhi. Many of these ministries are
run from rented buildings, which
translates to a huge sum of money
on rent. While the number is quite
big, approximately the number

comes to 1,500 crore annually... It
is estimated that around
8,000-10,000 officials travel
between ministries, which means
many hundreds vehicles are used,
which costs money, create traffic
snarls, and leads to time wastage.”

In the past 11 years, India has
built a governance model that is
transparent, responsive and citi-
zen-centric, he said.

Earlier in the day, the prime
minister, accompanied by Union
housing and urban affairs minis-
ter Manohar Lal and ministry sec-
retary HUA secretary Katikithala
Srinivas, took a tour of the newly
constructed building.

“Kartavya Bhavan, on the path
of duty, is a symbol of our unwa-
vering commitment and continu-
ous efforts toward serving every
individual. It will not only help in
swiftly delivering our policies and
schemes to the people but will also
provide a new momentum to the
country’s development. I am
deeply proud to dedicate this
building, an example of state-of-
the-art infrastructure, to the
nation,” PM posted on X in Hindi.

This makeover is the centre-
piece of PM Modi’s bid to leave a
new architectural legacy, a con-

trast to the previous mix of coloni-
al-era architecture from the seat of
power.

The ones already delivered are
the new Parliament building,
which hosted its first session in
September 2023; the redeveloped
Raj Path as Kartavya Path, which
opened in September 2022, and
the Vice-President’s enclave,
which was ready in April 2024.

The new Parliament building
and the Vice President’s enclave
were delayed by more than a year
as the entire Central Vista over-
haul was originally scheduled to
be completed by 2024. Now CCS-3,
along with CCS-1and 2, is set for
completion in September, with
88% of the project already com-
pleted, a government reply in Par-
liament on July 24 said. CCS-10
(28% of construction completed) is
scheduled to be ready by April
2026, while CCS-6 and CCS-7 (1% of
the work completed) are expected
to finish construction by October
2026, itadded.

Speaking on Tuesday, Union
ministry of housing and urban
affairs officials said that now all
the remaining CCS buildings and
the PM’s office and residence will
be made ready within 2027-end.

Jaishankar, Doval to hold talks in Russia

India, Russia exploring
critical mineral mining

NEW DELHI: National security
adviser Ajit Doval and external
affairs minister S Jaishankar will
hold talks this month with top
officials in Russia in a series of
engagements that aim to bolster
security, economic and energy
ties against the backdrop of US
threats of punitive tariffs over
trade between New Delhi and
Moscow.

Doval left for Moscow
Wednesday for several meetings
with senior Russian officials on
Thursday, people familiar with
the matter said on condition of
anonymity. The trip was sched-
uled earlier but has gained in sig-
nificance because of US Presi-
dent Donald Trump’s warning
this week that he will “very sub-
stantially” raise the 25% tariff
imposed on India for buying
Russian oil. Trump on Wednes-
day signed an executive order
imposing an additional 25% duty
on Indian imports that will come
into effect in 21 days.

The visit has not been for-
mally announced by India or
Russia. The people did not rule
out the possibility of a meeting
between Doval and Russian

External affairs minister
S Jaishankar and national
security adviser Ajit Doval

President Vladimir Putin. India’s
purchases of oil from Russia,
which is now one of the coun-
try’s main energy suppliers, is
expected to figure in the meet-
ings in Moscow, the people said.
Russia’s state-run TASS news
agency quoted a source as saying
that the “escalation of the geopo-
litical situation” and “pressing
matters” such as the supply of
Russian oil to India will be dis-
cussed at Doval’'s meetings.
The people said other issues
expected to come up during the
discussions include the supply of
the two remaining S-400 air
defence batteries out of five
ordered by India and the situa-
tion in Afghanistan, including
Moscow’s recent decision to rec-
ognise the Taliban set-up in

Kabul.

Jaishankar is expected to
travel to Russia during August
21-23 for a scheduled meeting of
the India-Russia Inter-Govern-
mental Commission on Trade,
Economic, Scientific, Technolog-
ical and Cultural Cooperation
(IRIGC-TEC), the main mecha-
nism for overseeing trade and
economic cooperation. India
hosted the last meeting of the
body in November 2024, and it is
Russia’s turn to hold the meet-
ing. Given that the commission
is responsible for handling all
trade-related matters, the people
said the issue of energy pur-
chases and the US threat of puni-
tive levies is expected to figure at
the upcoming meeting.

Doval’s meetings in Moscow
will come a day after Putin met
US presidential special envoy
Steve Witkoff, who arrived in
Russia on Wednesday to make a
fresh push for a ceasefire in
Ukraine. Trump has said Russia
will face sanctions if it does not
act to end the war with Ukraine
by August 8.

With Trump’s reciprocal tariff
set to kick in on August 7, the
Indian government has said it
will take all necessary measures
to safeguard national interests.

NEW DELHI: India and Russia are
actively exploring opportunities
inrare earth and critical miner-
als extraction, coal gasification,
and cooperation in aluminium
and fertiliser sourcing ignoring
the US threat to impose punitive
tariffs on America-bound Indian
goods for doing business with
Moscow.

New Delhi and Moscow on
Wednesday held the 11th session
of the India-Russia working
group on modernisation and
industrial cooperation in the
Indian capital under the frame-
work of the India-Russia Inter-
governmental Commission on
Trade, Economic, Scientific,
Technological and Cultural
Cooperation, the commerce and
industry ministry said in a state-
ment.

The meeting reviewed the
progress made since the 10th
session and provided a platform
to strengthen cooperation across

key sectors, the statement said.
“Discussions included updates
from the sub-groups on modern-
isation, mining, fertilisers, and
railway transport, as well as
emerging areas of collabora-
tion,” it said.

Key focus areas included
cooperation in aerospace science
and technology, including the
establishment of a modernised
wind tunnel facility, production
of small aircraft piston engines,
and joint development in carbon
fibre technology, additive manu-
facturing, and 3D printing, it
said.

“Both sides also explored
opportunities in rare earth and
critical minerals extraction,
underground coal gasification,
and creation of modern indus-
trial infrastructure,” it added.
The session was co-chaired by
department for promotion of
industry and internal trade
(DPIIT) secretary Amardeep
Singh Bhatia and Russian deputy
minister of industry and trade
Alexey Gruzdev.

2 MAQISTS KILLED

The slain Mao-
ist, Martin Kerketta, was a self-pro-
claimed regional commander of
the proscribed outfit, he added.

Punish incestuous assault severely: SC

NEW DELHI: Incestuous sexual
violence by a parent tears through
the foundational fabric of familial
trust and must invite the severest
condemnation in both language
and sentence, the Supreme Court
held on Wednesday, dismissing a
petition filed by a man convicted of
repeatedly raping his minor
daughter

“The home, which should be a
sanctuary, cannot be permitted to
become a site of unspeakable
trauma, and the courts must send
a clear signal that such offences
will be met with an equally
unsparing judicial response,” said
abench of justices Aravind Kumar
and Sandeep Mehta.

To entertain a plea for leniency
in a case of this nature, the court

stressed, would not merely be mis-
placed, but constitute a betrayal of
the court’s own constitutional duty
to protect the vulnerable.

“When a child is forced to suffer
atthe hands of her own father, the
law must speak in a voice that is
resolute and uncompromising.
There can be no mitigation in sen-
tencing for crimes that subvert the
very notion of family as a space of

security,” said the bench, affirming
the life sentence for the convict.

Rejecting outright the plea to
consider his bail in the 2013 crime,
the court added that any leniency
in such cases would amount to “a
judicial insult to the sanctity of
womanhood” and “a betrayal of
the constitutional promise made
to every child of this country.”

“When a father who is expected
tobeashield, a guardian, a moral
compass, becomes the source of
the most severe violation of a
child’s bodily integrity and dignity,
the betrayal is not only personal
but institutional. The law does not,
and cannot, condone such acts
under the guise of rehabilitation or
reform,” it said.

Upholding the Himachal Pra-
desh high court’s July 2024 judg-
ment that affirmed the man’s life
sentence under the Protection of

Children from Sexual Offences
(Pocso) Act, the court said the case
reflected a horrifying abuse of
trust, where the father became the
“source of the most severe viola-
tion of a child’s bodily integrity and
dignity.”

The court noted that the victim
was around 10 years old when the
assaults began, which were not
isolated but sustained violations
inside the home — “a place where
every child expects protection.”

“To pardon such depravity
under any guise would be a trav-
esty of justice and a betrayal of the
child protection mandate embed-
ded in our constitutional and stat-
utory framework,” maintained the
bench, underlining the court’s
zero-tolerance approach. The
courtalso emphasised the impor-
tance of restitution and rehabilita-
tion, especially for child survivors
