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Govt plans steps to reduce
heatwave impact on workers

New Delhi, 28 April

As the heatwave tightens its grip across
India, the Centre has stepped up efforts to
strengthen heatwave management, with
the Union Health and Labour Ministries
directing states and union tetritories (UTs)
to scale up preparedness.

The Ministry of Labour & Employment
on Tuesday issued a nationwide advisory.
It asked states to direct employers, indus-
tries and construction firms to implement
safety measures to protect workers. This is
particularly for those employed in out-
door and labour-intensive sectors, the
ministry said in a statement.

This comes just days after Union
Health Secretary Punya Salila Srivastava
asked states and UTSs to ensure operation-
alisation of dedicated heat stroke manage-
ment units at all health facilities, adequate
preparedness of ambulance services and
dissemination of early warnings for timely
action. The letter also asked for real-time
reporting of heat stroke cases on the Union
Health Ministry’s Integrated Health In-
formation Platform (IHIP) portal.

The government’s focus on heatwave
preparation comes at a time when Tier-I
cities like Delhi and Mumbai are seeing a
10-15 per cent surge in patient visits due to
heat strokes, exhaustion, and other heat-
related illnesses.

The surge in power de-
mand, amid severe heatwave
conditions across North, Cen-
tral and Western India, resulted
in a significant rise in energy
consumption, as users relied
on air conditioners and cooling
devices to beat the heat.

Peak power demand
started surging in the second
half of this month and touched

ever, peak power demand
moderated to 238.15 Gw on
April 26, down from the record
256 Gw the previous day,

closed.

Moreover,  dust
storms and scattered
rains in isolated areas in
the country contained the elec-
tricity consumption to some
extent.

Last summer, the peak
power demand was
242.77 Gw, recorded in
June, 2025, but stayed
below the govern-
ment’s estimate of 277
Gw. In 2024, the peak
power demand was 250 Gw
in May, arecord at the time and
exceeding the previous all-
time peak of 243.27 Gw set in
September 2023.

Odisha weighs traditional attire
for Jagannath Temple entry

After several prominent
temples in southern India en-
forced traditional dress norms
for devotees, it is now Odisha’s
turn. The state may soon intro-
duce a new dress code at the
Shree Jagannath Temple in
Puri. The Odisha State Law
Commission has recom-
mended that the state govern-
ment ban entry of women clad
in shirts and jeans, or pants
and shirts, into the 12th cen-
tury shrine.

The panel, headed by Jus-
tice Biswanath Rath, has pro-
posed a formal dress code.
Since the existing Act and rules
related to the temple need to
be amended to enforce the
dress code, the Commission
has proposed inserting a spe-
cific definition and provision
relatingto a “dress code” in the
Shri Jagannath Temple Act.

According to the recom-
mendations, reviewed by

Business Standard, any dress
code shall always be akin to
Hindu culture. “Sevaks (servi-
tors) and pujaris (priests) at-
tached to Lord Jagannath
Temple, while on duty, should
wear their traditional attire.
Male pilgrims shall wear dhoti
and kurta, or pant and shirt, or
chudidarwith pyjama, or patto
with a gamcha (cotton towel)
on the shoulder,” the Commis-
sion suggested.

For women above the age of
10 years, the panel has pre-
scribed saree and blouse or sal-
war-kameez, while girls below
10 years may wear frock, gown,
or salwar-kameez. However,
the recommendations ex-
plicitly state that women wear-
ing shirts and jeans, or pants
and shirts, should not be
allowed to enter the temple.

Although the Shree Jagan-
nath Temple Administration

(SJTA), which manages the
day-to-day affairs of the
shrine, had made the dress
code mandatory from January
1, 2024, and banned entry for
devotees wearing half pants,
shorts, torn/ripped jeans,
skirts, and sleeveless dresses,
it could not be enforced
properly.
